DISD Solar Schools Program

Proposal to implement standardized PV systems to each of the 225 existing
schools and the 20 proposed schools.

« Contacting or interviewing various retail electric providers to garner support
for the proposal by introducing an optional “checkbox” which would allow the
customers to donate a portion of their utility payment to offset costs associ-
ated with the programs.

« Develop summaries of various donation amounts needed to supply turnkey
systems for Dallas Schools.

« Consult with Dallas Procurement offices and Oncor and solar integrators to
develop tactical strategy for bringing systems online.

« Develop standardized systems for use in schools

« Oversee the interconnection agreements with Oncor for D.1.S.D.
Solar Curriculum

« Work with teachers by providing information to help build curriculum for talk-
ing about solar in school.

« Design lesson plans for various levels and learning styles involving solar’s
chemical, physical, and overall scientific properties.

« Consult with teachers and school administrators to develop informational
campaigns and events to promote understanding of renewable energy tech-
nology.

« Develop website or newsletter touting the financial savings, carbon offsets
and energy reduction resulting from the opt in solar schools program that
the students have creative and editorial control of at each school.

« Consult with librarians and provide them with resources to solar reading ma-
terials, videos and assorted renewable energy oriented books and periodi-
cals.

Dallas Infrastructure

« Consult with City of Dallas Facility Engineers to explain the basic manner in
which solar can offset energy consumption at a particular site and how to
make various electrical improvements that can render solar more effective.

- Establish a solar installation and maintenance unit comprised of the city’s
electrical engineers.

» Work with City engineering department to develop off-roof solar applications
that can be installed in parking lots for police, municipal vehicle and mainte-
nance yards or other city owned parking areas.

« Develop an opt in program for solar applications at the city libraries using a
charitable campaign similar to the solar for schools campaign.

« Develop solar energy systems for integration into the DART Light Rail
transportation with appropriate ROl models and publicity campaigns.
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Solar Street Lamps Feasibility Study

« Work with Dallas Public Utilities and various local venders to develop a pro-
totype solar powered energy efficient street light and model its cost projec-
tions to determine the potential to replace all existing lamps over time.

« Source various solar lighting vendors and set up a field test to find the best
system for providing good illumination and decreased light pollution.
